1, SITUATION. The Air Force Reserve Officer Training Corps (AFROTC) and Civil Air Patrol {CAF) have
established 3 joiat program of benefit 10 both organizations. The AFROTC/CAP Initiative { pragram) consists of
the formation of AFROTC/CAP units at AFROTC detachments aroond the country. These Joint Operating
Instructions will direct and guide the implementation and administration of the [nitiative program. The Operating
Instryctions have been updated based on the feadback and lessons learned during the initial implementation of this
program, This docarment may be used upon recaipt.

2. MISSION. The pupese of the AFROTC/CAP Initiative is to:

a. [mcrease recniiting and retention cpportunities.

b. Share available resources.

c. Instill joint activities in Air and Space Education.

d. Conduct a flight orientation program for AFROTC cadets.

3. EXECUTION.

a. Concepl of Operations. The primary intent of the AFROTC/CAP Initiative i3 to pravide a complete and well-
rounded education in all aspects of the Unitad States Air Force to AFROTC cadets by offering them the opportunity
to join CAP as senior members with affiliate status and to participate in both the CAP cadet and senior progrmms,
Joining CAP will provide the AFROTC cadets all opportunities ta participals in 2ir and space educatien, search and
tescue, and communications activities that CAP has 1o offer. CAP wings will benefit by the earollment of the
AFROTC cadets a5 senior members in this organization. This interaction should benefit both srganizations and the
USAF by providing motivational training and experience to America's youth and future leaders of (he USAF,

b, AFROTL program responsibilities:

(1) Program manager: HQ AFROTC/I

(2) Program administrator: HQ AFROTC/DOTS

(3} AFROTC detachment program manager: AFROTC detachment commander

(43 AFROTC detachmend program adminisicator/advisor: Officer appointed by detachment commander
c. CAP program responsibilities:

(1) HG} program manager: HOQ CAPTM) and CAP-USAF/XO

(2) Flight Orientation Program manager: HQ CAPDOFP

(3} Membership program manager: HQ CAP/DP



{4) CAP wing propram manager: CAP wing commander and CAP wing liaison officer (LO}
{5) USAF wing program advisor. CAP-USAF liaison region commander.

d. The AFROTC/CAP unit will be atiached directly to the state’s CAP wing. The AFROTC detachment
comamander and the CAF wing commander must ¢stablish a working eelationship o ensure successiul
impicmentation and execution of this program.

4. ADMINISTRATION AND LOGISTICS. The AFRCGTC/CAP Initiative is open to all AFRCTC cadets. The
mumber of non-fiying membersbips nnder this initiative is unlimited. However, there will be a contrelled number of
positions in the Flight Orienizlion Program for sach participating school and only cadets without a Federal Aviation
Administrabion (FAA) pilot certificate are eligible. Administration of the AFROTC/CAP Initiative will be
accomplished in accordance with (TAW) Annex A 10 this Operating Instruction.  Adminisiration of the Flight
Orientation Progeam will be accomplished IAW Annex B to this Cperating Instruction. Various program costs are
contained in Annexes A and B to this Operating Instruction,

5. COMMAND. During participation in CAF functions, AFROTC/CAP units will function in accordance with
published CAP directives and guidance from the CAP wing commander. AFROTC cadets acting as CAF unit
cominanders will be subject 10 Lhe CAP chain-of-command only when acting in the CAP unit commander's role.
There will be e official command relationship between the AFROTC detachment cadre and CAP.

Annee A to AFROTC/CAP Initiarive Joint Operating Instructions
CAF Organization and Membership

I.  Orgasization. AFROTC/CAP units will be organized direcily under the CAP wing headquarters in heir
respective states. The number of members in the unil is wnlimited, but the number of AFROTCHCAP flight
orieniation sories is limited to thosg allocated by HQ AFROTC.

a. Unit Commandzr. Each AFROTC unit will designate an AFROTC cadet (0 sérve a8 commander of the
AFROTC/CAP unii. The cadet chosen should mees the same requirements a5 1hose used in filing senior cadet
leadership positions. The duties ard responsibilities of the cadet commander are determined by the AFROTC
detachment commander.

b. Unit Advisar, The AFROTC detachment will provids a cadre member to act as advisor o the cadet unit
commander and provide administrative oversight and assistance to the unir, This is considered an official
additional duty for the officer involved and he/she is responsible for overall management of the program. Should
an AFROTC cadre officer or Non Commissioned Officer {NCO) wish to join CAP, the appropriale national and
wing membership ees for senior members will be assessed.

¢.  Chanering:

(1) HO AFROTE will submit to HQ CAP/DP a list of AFROTC detachments (o be chanered and inglude
the following information: unit name, detachment commander, CAP unit {cadet) commander {if knawn},
detachment unit advisor, and unit address and phong number,

(2) HQ CAP/DF wiil imumediateiy chaner all units on the list. NOTE. Units will be chartered without a
cadet commandsr if one has not yet been appoinced.

(3) Upon activation of units, BQ CAP/DP will forward invoices for the education and waining materials
(835000 per unity to H) AFROTC/DOTS, HQ AFROTC/DHTS will then submit 5F 1034 through USAF
Accounting and Finance channels for dicsct pyyment to Nationat Headquarters, CAP.

{4) As units are chanered, HQ CAP/DP will forward each unit two senior member irining kils. Each new
unit will also receive Level T orienilation materials and other training materials customarily fumished new
membership units, Upon processing of the unit chanter by National Headquarters, complete sets of CAP regulations,
necessary free manuals, and forms will be mailed astomatically 1o the new wnit

2. Membership Administration, AFROTC cadets are eligible for affifiate membership in CAP and as such, will
enjoy the benefils of both the senior and cadet programs.  Application is made tlhrough the AFROTC/CAF unit
commander, The owembership fee for AFROTC affiliate members is $15.00. Should AFROTC cadre personnel join
CAP, the standard national membership duss of $38.00 plus the customary wing dues as outlined in CAPM 39-2
will apply. Checks for menbership dues will be written to "Mational Headguarters, CAP."

a. AFROTC: The unit advisor will collect the 315,00 membership fee and have ¢adets complete CAPF 12,
The unit advisor will then sign the form and fax it 16 B CAP/DPM (3134) 953-4262; DSM: 4234262, NOTE:
The CAPF 11 will a0t be faxed until the unit advisor bas the 515.00 membership fee in band. The onginal
CAPF 12 and membership fee will be forwarded concuriently 1o HQ CAP/DPM, 105 §, Hansell Street, Maowell
AFB, AL, 36112-6332. A list of those members who will be fiying will be sent 10 the CAFP wing liaison officer (LO)
by the AFROTC unit advisor,” NOTE: Since AFROTC cadets are selectively screencd by the Adr Force and
fingerprint screening is a requirement for AFROTC contsact cadets, CAP fngerprint scregning is not requircd as @
condition of membership for this program.



b. HQ CAP: Upon receipt of faxcd Forms 12, HQ CAP/DPM will stamp them “received at Headquarters
CAPDPM” and fax them back to the unit. The stamped farms may be used in licu of membership cards for
orictuation flights only. AFROTC cadets will nel participate in any other CAP activity until the original CAPF 12
is received at National Headquarters with the $15.00 payment at which time the normal membership card will be
sent to the AFRGTC eadet.

3. ‘Transfer of Current CAP Members. Eligible CAP members may transfer to AFROTC/CAP wnits by
submilting a CAP Form 23 through the detachment program adminisirator. In all cases, however, membership
expirasion dates will be adjusted ta 30 September 1397 segardless of date joined.

4. Training. AFROTC affiliate members are eacouraged 10 compiete Level 1 training as soon as possible to
become familiar with CAP. However, this training is not mandatary in order to commence flight oricntations.
Those members who elect to actively participate in other phases of the CAP program must complete Level I
training.

5 Uniforms. AFROTC cadets will wear their AFROTC uniforms or CAP flight suils for flight orieatations and
other CAP activilies,

6. Grades. Members will be eligible for appropriate CAP grades as outlined in CAPR 33-5 npon cempletion of -
Level I Orientation. Units are encouraped to participate in CAP training and activities to the degree which the
AFROTC eadets’ academic schedule permils.



Anpex B to AFROTC/CAP Initiative Joigt Operating Insiructiona
Flight Gricntation Pregram

1, Fiight Orientatioa Program. The AFROTC detachment commander will select which cadets will be entered
into the AFROTC/CAP Flight Orientation Program (FOP). Detachment commanders will emphasize that this is not
a pilot or navigator orienled program. ki is intended for cadets entering all Air Force carser fields. Being
categorized as a pilol or navigator afler graduation does not automaticaily mean an individual will be entered into the
Flight Orisntation Program. BQ AFROTC will determine the aumber of sorties each detachment will receive based
oit averall detachment enroiiment and 1he CAP Wing's ability to support the initiative. It is imperative that
AFROTC detachment commanders, CAP wing comumanders, and CAP wing liaison officers communicate persorally
and each commit their support 1¢ the program. History has shown that the program has the greatest success with this
muizal commitment,

2, Program Execution. Each detachment must develop a plan to complete all of its sorties by the end of the
academic year and document each momh's sortie objectives in the goais portion of pan T of the AFROTC/CAP Flight
Orientation Summary {Attachment 6). The “total front seat sorties allocated” and the “cumulative front seat goal”
for the last month of the academic year should be equall Detachments should schedule additional serties each month
ta make up for anticipated losses so they meet their monthly goal. Detachments must make every ffort 1o make up
sortics lost in previous months as early as possible. HQ AFROTC/DOTS will make a periadic reallocation of sorties
based on a detachment’s demonsirated shility to meel it's manthly goals. AFROTC detachment commanders
wishing to increase or decrease the number of flight orientation sorties should contact the AFROTC program
administrator (HQ AFROTC/DOTS).

3. Safety. Procedures for reporting ground or flying safety accident, incident, or mishap information involving
AFROTC cadets while they are participating in the AFROTC/CAF FOP are as follows:

a. Report all FOP incidents involving serious injury or death (see CAPR 62-2, Atachment 1} immediately 1o
the BQ CAP/CAP-USAF safety officer (334-953-5352/5400; pager: 800-679-9468/800-7 19-0603} who will notify
HQ AFROTC and disseminaie the information using normal chain of command notification precedures,

b. ~ Any incidents not requiring immediase chain of command notification should be reported to one of the
above safety officers not later than the next duty day.

4. Flights, AFROTC cadets will be scheduled for flights by the AFROTC detactunent program administrator, All
AFROTC cadets in the Flight Orientation Program are authorized to receive a maximum of eight fights (called
sorties). The flight time should average approximately one hour per sortie. Each cadet may receive @ maximuom of
four sorties in the right froat seat and four sorties in an observer {rear seat) position. The number of sorties received
is determined by the detachment commander. Cadets ane normally limited to a maximum of two flights per week
unless additional sorties are appraved by the AFROTC detachment commander. If possible, flights should be
scheduled with both positions filled to maximize 1he aircrafi's use, however, flights will not be canceled if only one
cadet, or an odd number of cadets, is present. The froot seat sorties must be flown in conseculive order according
to the Orentaticn Flight Syllabus ai Attachment 2 to Annex B. Observer position flights de not have to be
accomplished in any order ot in accordance with a specific syllabus, Cadets are not restricted from flying oo any
other CAP flights as long as there is no charge to AFROTC for ihe flight time and an “open” scat is available.
AFROTC pays for froat scat sorties only. Therefors, do not fly a sortie without a cadet in Lhe front seat. While
flying on a CAP flight, each AFROTC cadet will wear the designated AFROTC or CAP uniform and must have in
their possession their CAP identification card or their faxed copy of Lhe CAF Form 12 (see Annex A, paragraph.
2b.). If a cadst leaves the flight orientation program priot o completion of the allatted flight orientation hours, the
unit advisor may use those unused hours to fly additional cadets or turn them over to HQ AFROTL/DOTS for
reallocation. The urit advisor will notify the LO of drops as soon as possitie and the name(s) of any another
cadet{s} added.



5. Flight Adminlatration. AFROTC will reimburse CAP for the front seat flight hours and ferry time required to
support the Flight Orientation Program. AFROTC will pay the flat rate reimbursement rates currently cstablished
by H(} CAP for the appropriate category of aircrafl. To maximize orientation sorties, CAF wings should fly in the
least expensive category aircradt feasible. Twa seat aircrafi do not [it Lhe program profile and will noi be used
without suthorization frorm HQ CAP/DO. The following resirictions apply:

a. Flighis should average as close 1o one {) hour as possible, Minor variances are allowed and FLIGHT
TIMES ARE LOGGED AS FLOWN, but every effort must be made (o make 3 cadet’s sorties AVERAGE 1o one
{1) hour each. Flight time inciudes taxi and moup time.

b. AFROTC will reimburse costs for ferry time to and from the orientation flight locations. However, the
CAP wing liaison officer must approve Lhe ferry time in advance and determine that it is required and reasonable.
Every effort mugt be mude o keep ferry time to a minimum,

. The flight orientation program will be accomplished [AW Auachment | o Annex B.

d.  The CAP mission symbal from CAPR 60-1 is "A8" indicating an Air Force-assigned reimbursable mission
{plus any wing designaled mission number, if desired).

e, Payment(s) for the cadet flights will be procassed as follows:

(1) AFROTE units will provide AFROTC cadets with AFROTC/CAP Flight Infonnation Sheets
{Attachmem 4); one for 2ach of their flights. A Flight Information Shezgt will be completed after each flight One
headf wiil be retained by the cadet and returned io the detachinent program administratar. The second half will be
retained by the CAP pilet and submitted to the wing LO with the CAP Formm 108 to facilitate sortie/flight hour
reconciliation, The detachment program adminissrator wilt log the flight on an AFROTC/CAF Orientation Flight
Centification Form {see Attachment 5) to help document cadel sorties.

(2) At the end of each manth (NLT the 5th day of the next moath), the AFROTC unit will forward copiss
of all Flight Informalion Sheets { Azachment 43, the AFROTC/CAP Origntation Flight Certification Form
{Attachment 5), and the AFROTC/CAP Oriemation Flight Summary {Anachmenl 6) to the CAP wing LO of their
state. A repoit is required cach month even if no crieatation flights were flown, In this case, forward 2 monthiy
summary indicating zero howrs/sorties to the CAP wing LO. The AFROTC unit advisor must also send a copy of
the AFROTC/CAP Origslation Flight Summary to H) AFROTC/DOTS.

(3) Omemiation pilois will complete 3 CAP Form 108 to cbtain aireraft flight hour reimbursement per the
instructions on the reverse of the form. The CAP Form 108 and the pilot’s half of the Flight Information Sheets
will be farwarded 1o the CAF wing LO throngh ibe established CAP chain of command. The following exceptions
o completing the CAP form 108 are specific for the phase of the AFROTC/CAP Flight Orientation Program:

{a) Block 1: Write "A8" pius any wing mission number.

() Block 2: Mark "Other* and write/type in "AFROTC."

ic} Block 3, Column F: Under "Hours Flown," repornt flight time based on the number of front seat
AFROTC cadet sorties flown. "Ferry flight” time 10 pre and post position the aircrafl should NOT be inctuded in
Column F.

{d) Block 5, Column I: Under "Misc Costs Claimed," report the ferry flight time expended to pre and
post position the aircraft in support of the mission, Ferry time must be shown separately.



{e) Block 3, Celumn ): Submit claims based on the number of front sear cadert sorties fown (Column
F), plus the ferry time (Columan 1), calculated a1 the currently approved hourly reimbursement rmte shown on the
AFROTCHAP Flight Orientation Summary (Anachment 6).

{4) The CAF wing LO will use the data supplied by the CAP wing unit in the form of the arienation
pilots' CAF Forms 108, cross~:hecked with data from the AFROTC unit, to verify a wing's monthly flight hour
reimbursement, Any discrapancics will be quickly resolved by the LO. The LO will complete, centify, and either
fax, mail, or E-mail an 5F 1034 (Anachment 7, Sample SF 1034) with cne copy of each unit’s reconciled Flight
Orientation Sumunary (Altachment 6) to HQ AFROTC/DOTS at the address below. A copy of each summary will
alse be faxed, mailed, or E-maiied to the CAP-USAF liaison megion commander,

in their region. They will actively monitor and promete the program, identify problems, and pursue solutions and
Improvemsnis,

(6)- HQ AFROTC/DOTS will process the 5F 1034 and submit the packet through USAF Accounting and
Finance channels for reimbursement directly 10 the CAP Wings.

Attachment 1 to Anoexr B - AFROTC/C AP Oricntation Flight Guidance

Orientaticn flights for the AFROTC/CAP niniative will be accomplished in accordance with the follewing guidance
and the flipht orientation syiidbus in Attachment 2:

l. General. The AFROTC/CAP Iniliative Flight Oricntation Program is designed to introduce AFROTC cadets to
flight operations. AFROTC cadets participals in acteal fiights in 5 powered aircraft and cbscrve the associated
planzing and ground operations. The program is voluntary and primsarily motivational 2nd should stimulate the
cadet's interest ia and knowledge of aviation and asrospace activitics. All participants must be primarily concerned
with providing the safest possible environment for cadet orientation flights. The requirements of Federal Aviation
Regulations and CAPR 60-1 apply to AFROTC cadet orientation flights.

2. Definition. A flight i5 ¢lassified as an orientation flight and credit can be gained for each flight only if the
following criteria are mat:

3. Each flight should ¢onform to profiles described in this guidanss and be consistens with safety, aireraft
capability, and available resources. The requirements of the AFRGTC cadet in the right front seat d2termine which
misgian/sortie profile will be used on each flight. AFROTC cadets must fly sortie profiles in the chronological order
listed in the syllabus. The AFROTEC cudet in the observer pasition (rear seat) may Iy on any mission/sortic profile
as required for the cadet in the right scat.

b, Except forlakenff, landing, and cther critical phases of flight, cadets may be permitted to actually handle
the controls on each fMight. However, credit for an orientation flight is not dependent upon actual handling of flight
controls,

c. Mo more than three people may be aboard an aircraft during orentation flights: wne oricntation pilot in the
fromt left seat, one AFROTC cadet in the right front seat, and one AFROTC cadet in the ohserver {rear seat)
position. To the maximum extent possibie, each individual should be on aircraft interphone with headphones to
facilitate communications,

d. A scheduled flight will not be canceled due 1o “no-shows” or non-availability of a cadet to fill the chserver
{rear seaf) position. In those cases, the flight will be flown by the orientation pilot and the ripght front seat cadet.
The orientation pilot will sotify the wing LO of the no-show(s) as soon a8 possible after remrn, The 1O will then
notify the umit advisor. The AFROTC pnit advisor will investigate the circumstances and take corrective action as

necessary,

e. OQrientation flights for ﬂw.purposc of the AFROTCACAP Initiative may nol be conducted on epportune
airlift missions, military orieniadon flights, or fwo seat aircraft.

3. Preflight Briefing and Gronnd Operations. Aldl cadats will obtain a ground briefing prior to flight IAW the
briefing guide found at the end of the Orientation Flight Syllabus. Anytime a cadet enters or exits an aircrafl, the
ergine most be shut down.

4,  AFROTC Cadet Orientation Pilots, Pilots will be qualified and selected in accardance with the same criteria
ontlined in Chapter 3 of CAPR 60-1, excepd that 506 hours Pilt-in-Command time is required. CAP wing
commanders must ensure that al} pilots supporting the AFROTC/CAP Initiative Flight Oricntation Program realize
that SAFETY IS THE NUMEBER ONE PRIDRITY.

5. Required Flight Conditions and Prohibited Maneuvers. Flight orientations may only be performed during
daylight hours and whzn Visnal Meteorological Conditions (VMC) exist. The following maneuvers are prohibited
en ail orieptation fights; tumms exceeding 30 degrees of bank, approach to siall, stalls, spins, all acrobatic
maneuvers, unuseal attitudes, and practice emergency procedures. Orentation pilats, regardiess of the asronautical
rating of the pilol or the cadet, will occupy the lell front szat during the orientation flight.

Using the appropriaie aircraft checklist, demonstrate rouling of preflight inspections, showing the
cadet what is inspected, what to look for, and why.
b. Before Takeoff:
{1} Using the checklist, show cadets how rontine cockpit checks are made prior to takeoff.
{2) Point out procadures in staning the engine and the safety precautions 1o be observed.
{3) Describe the use of controls while taxiing and poiot out safery precantions to be observed.
{4 Explain selection of runway and engine mn-up.

c. In Fight

{1) Foint out familiar position and antitude of the aircraft in pormal ight with vasious ﬂunﬂ: and control
positions.

{2) Point out famifiar landmarks, prominent gropnd features, and position of airport with respect to
suTTounding commumnity. '

£3) Describe approach to iraffic pattarn, explmn reasons for contaél wilk cantrol tower or transmissions on
common air traffic frequency at unconirolied fields. Call attention to cotiecl procedure for entering traffic pattern,
gliqe angie, normail landing, 1axiing aircraft to parking area, and engine shutdown.
d  Post Flight Answer guestions peraining to the flight and stresg safety.
IL Flight Neo T — Normal Flight Maoeuvers:
a. Preflight. Boef AW the checklist at Attachment 3 1o Annex B. Discuss Flight No. | as appropnate.

b. InFlight. The pilot will perform the following fight maneuvers at a minimum altitude of 2506 fect above
gronnd level (AGL):
